Narrator 2: This is a story of Red Riding Hood. 

Narrator 1:
 She is very good and lives beside a big, dark wood. 

Narrator 2: Look now she’s with her mum in the kitchen.

Mum:
Good morning, Little Red Riding Hood.

LRRH:
Hello, Mum. What are you doing?

Mum:
I’m making lovely bread. 

LRRH:
Can I take some to my grandma? She is very sick today.

Mum:
Good idea my dear. Oh! And take some jam, too. 

LRRH:
Where is it?

Mum:
It’s in the cupboard. 

 LRRH:
Here’s the basket for the bread and jam.

Mum:
Be good – and don’t stop in the big, dark wood.

Narrator 1: A wolf lives in the big, dark wood.

Narrator 2:
 The wolf is bad. He isn’t good.

SCENE 2

Narrator 1:
Little Red Riding Hood says goodbye to her mum and goes to 

visit her grandma. 

Narrator 2:
 She stops in the wood for hours and hours. She wants to pick 

some lovely flowers.

Wolf:

I’m looking for some tasty food. I want to eat Red Riding Hood! 

Here she comes! Let me see… Yummy, yummy! Time for tea! 
Narrator 1:
 Then Little Red Riding Hood sees a wolf behind a tree.

LRRH:
Oh! Oh! A wolf!  Behind the apple tree! Help! Help!

Wolf:

It’s OK., little girl. I’m a good wolf. Who are you?

LRRH:
I’m a Little Red Riding Hood but who are you?

Wolf:

I’m … I’m ….. I’m  Mr Wolf! Can I ask you my dear? What 

are you doing here? 

LRRH:
I’m going to see my grandma. She’s very sick.

Wolf:

What’s in your basket?

LRRH:
Bread and jam…….. Bread and jam for my Grandma.

Wolf:

(Quietly): Grandma…grandma… That’s interesting. 

Narrator 2: Now the big bad wolf has got an idea!

Wolf:

(Louder): Where’s your gramdma’s house?

LRRH:
It’s over there. She lives in a cottage in the wood. I’m in a 


hurry. Bye Mr. Wolf.

Wolf:

No, no. Stay longer here and pick more flowers for 



your grandma dear. Take your time, it’s a lovely day.

Narrator 1:
 Then he quickly runs away!

Narrator 2:
The wolf says goodbye to Little Red Riding Hood and runs to 

Grandms’s house.

SCENE 3

Narrator 1:
He knocks on the door, but Grandma is in bed.



KNOCK KNOCK

Grandma:
Who is it?

Wolf:

It’s me, Grandma! Little Red Riding Hood! Please open the 

door!

Grandma:
Little Red Riding Hood? No! It isn’t you! It isn’t Little Red 

Riding Hood!

Wolf:

Yes, Grandma. It’s me, Little Red Riding Hood! Please open 

the door.

Grandma:
Oh, no! No! It isn’t Little Red Riding Hood! It’s the Big Bad 

Wolf! Where can I hide?

Narrator 2:
Grandma jumps out of the bed! She runs to the wardrobe! She 

hides inside!

Narrator 1:
The wolf opens the door and goes into grandma’s house. Narrator 2: But all he sees is a little mouse.

Wolf:

There is no tasty food here in this room! But, Red Riding Hood 

is coming soon!

Narrator 1:
The wolf puts a nightcap on his head and quickly jumps into 

Grandma’s bed.
SCENE 4

Narrator 2:
A little later, Little Red Riding Hood arrives at Grandma’s 

house.

Narrator 1: Little Red Riding Hood knocks on the door.

KNOCK  KNOCK

LRRH:
Hello! Hello, Grandma! It’s me, Little Red Riding Hood! Please 

open the door! I’ve got some flowers for you. And I’ve got some 

bread and jam in my basket, too.

Wolf:

Oh, Little Red Riding Hood! I’m in bed. Please open the door 

and come here, my dear. Sit by me! (HEEHEE!) It’s nearly 

time for tea!

Narrator 2: Little Red Riding Hood opens the door and goes into 


Grandma’s house.

Narrator 1:But the wolf is in Grandma’s bed!

LRRH:
Hello, Grandma! Hello… Grandma… is it you? What big eyes 

you’ve got?

Wolf:

That’s because I want to see a lot!

LRRH:
Grandma! What big ears you’ve got!

Wolf:

That’s because I want to hear a lot!

LRRH:
Grandma! Grandma! What big teeth you’ve got!

Wolf:

That’s because I want to eat a lot!

LRRH:
Help! Help! Where is my grandma? Where is my grandma? 

The big bad wolf is my grandma’s bed! Help! Help!

Narrator 2: Little Red Riding Hood runs to the door.

Narrator 1:But the big, bad wolf jumps out of bed! 

Narrator 2: Luckily he falls and bumps his head!

SCENE 5

Narrator 1: Little Red Riding Hood runs into the garden. She sees a 


woodcutter.

LRRH:
Help! Help! Mr Woodcutter, please help me! Grandma isn’t in 

the house! The big bad wolf is there! 
Woodcutter: Go away, you big bad wolf! Go away!

Narrator 2: The wolf runs away!

LRRH:
Thank you, Mr Woodcutter! But where is my Grandma?

 Woodcutter:  Let’s look in the house!

Narrator 1: Little Red Riding Hood and the woodcutter go into the house.

Grandma:
I’m in the wardrobe! Open the door! Open the door!

Narrator 2: Little Red Riding Hood and the woodcutter open the wardrobe 

door.

Narrator 1: Grandma comes out of the wardrobe.

Narrator 2: Little Red Riding Hood, Grandma and the woodcutter all sit 

down at the table. 

Grandma:
Now let’s have the bread and jam!

LRRH:
Mmm! I love bread and jam!

Narrator 1: And Mr Wolf still lives in the wood! But the bump on his head 

has made him good!

Narrator 2: Boys and girls be very good! 

Narrator 1: Don’t go alone in the big, dark wood!

Narrator 2: Listen to your mum and dad.

Narrator 1: Listen to them! Don’t be bad!
